Root protection area  means the circular area of ground surrounding a Notable Tree.

For trees with spreading canopies, the root protection area extends from the
trunk to the outer most extent of the canopy.

For trees with columnar crowns, the root protection area extends from the
trunk to a radius half the height of the tree.

Definitions

Root Protection Zone means the circular area of ground surrounding a notable tree, for a distance of 12 times the
diameter of the tree 1.5 metres above ground level.

The Tree Protection Zone (TPZ) which is a is a circle taken from the centre of the trunk with a radius equal to 12
times the diameter of the trunk measured at 1.4m (DBH) above ground level. An incursion of any more than 10% of
the area of the TPZ is considered a ‘major incursion'

The Structural Root Zone (SRZ) which is a circle taken from the centre of the trunk with a radius equal to 3.31 times
the diameter of the trunk measured just above the above the root buttress. No works should take place within the
SRz

Tree 003
Ulmus glabra ‘pendula’ — this is an invalid name. It s likely to be Ulmus glabra ‘Horizontalis’ given the canopy spread
of it.

Tree 008
Ulmus glabra ‘pendula’ — as above — this tree is in our register with correct botanical attribution Ulmus glabra

Tree 013
Tillis x European (sp) — correctly Tilia x europaea (note: the x is a multiplication symbol referring to a hybrid)
